Hera Gallery is pleased present the New Works of our Associate Members.  This exhibition will present artwork by Elizabeth Lind, Lina Denosky-Smart, Carl Dimitri, Myron Rubenstein, Troy West, and our newest gallery member Joan Bishop. 
 
These artists will be displaying a variety of media ranging from stone carvings, to paintings, prints, and sculptures.  Elizabeth Lind works primarily in carved stone, and will be exhibiting a grouping of her newest sculptures.  Her preferences lean towards using stone to expressthe natural world and celebrations of life and form.  She employs the language of symbolism to create pieces that illustrate the emotional and physical bonds between people. Linda Denosky-Smart creates introspective paintings thick with layers and textures.  She imbues her paintings with the quality of human experience in order to create pieces that illicit an emotional reaction from the viewer.

 
Carl Dimitri’s paintings utilize graphic imagery, saturated colors, and bold text.  He blends personal and political inspirations using his canvases as opportunities to confront the viewer with loaded cultural or political observations.  Myron Rubenstein also uses his creative practice to highlight with significant content, but of a more personal nature.  He combines printmaking techniques with painting in order to create a sense of depth and chaos in his images.  Troy West will be presenting a combination of sculptures and paintings in New Works. He integrates found objects into his work, creating highly potent totems charged with his philosophical observations of politics and environment.

 

Our newest gallery member, Joan Bishop, will be exhibiting a grouping of paintings and mixed media pieces that include found objects, stamps, cards, and trinkets that she has collected over the years. The goal of Joan’s work is to convey the same sense of joy to the viewer that she experienced while making the work.
